It is named after the edelweiss, a white flower found high in the Alpine hills. It is a protected flower in Austria, Germany and France and therefore illegal to pick. It usually grows in inaccessible places, which is why it is associated in many countries of the alpine region with mountaineering. Its white colour is considered a symbol of purity, and holds a Latin as well as Greek name, floarea reginei (Queen's flower).
